Having graduated from Holy Trin-
ity School seventy-four years ago,
Dottie (Carroll) Read can't seem
to stay away! We are blessed
with her presence every Tuesday
afternoon as a teacher's aide for
the second grade CCD class. But
nothing ever stays the same i the
second grade CCD class is held
in the present-day kindergarten
which, back in her day, was
Dottie's third grade class. She
keeps promising that each year
will be her last, but she knows
how much she is needed and
beams with pride as "her stu-
dents" make their First Reconcilia-
tion and First Holy Communion
down at church.

HTS was barely ten years old
when Dottie began first grade in
the room which is now the "faculty
lounge." At that point in time, only
the rooms along the back of the
building were used as classrooms
and the front rooms were for spe-
cial functions such as choir prac-
tice with Gertrude Kane at the
piano.

Dottie was a good student and
enjoyed every subject and all of
her teachers, each of whom was
a Sister of Mercy. She especially
recalls Sister Laura, a quiet soft-
spoken nun, and Sister Marie Ed-
wards, grade 5 and Sister Mer-
cedes, grade 7 or 8.
